 THE SCHOOL CURRICULUM.

Religious education and worship forms the back bone of school life. Religious education is taught in line with the directives of the Catholic Diocese of Lancaster.  Worship opportunities range from individual worship, class, whole school collective liturgy and joining with the parish in the Church of Holy Trinity and St. George.

We aim for our curriculum to be more than a course of study.  Rather we aspire to design learning suffused in experience, rich in content and inviting response and engagement.  As a Catholic school, RE is at the heart of our curriculum, and our mission is to develop the physical, moral, intellectual and spiritual gifts of every child. 
Our curriculum is not narrowed to core subjects but is varied, encouraging learning of knowledge and critical thinking.  We want learning to be stimulating, memorable and awakening powers of investigation in children.  We use cross curricular learning wherever possible to motivate children and inspire them to use their core skills of reading, writing and maths to explore the wider world around them.  Trips to the theatre, science workshops and a whole school summer camp in Sedbergh were just some of the additional experiences on offer last year.
Child led planning is key to this in the Early Years.  Wherever possible our timetable is flexible, allowing us to be reactive to what children need to learn at any particular moment.  Our curriculum is planned to bring out the best in children and keep them   healthy, safe, engaged, supported and challenged.
