JOB TITLE: Lunchtime  Playground Supervisor
Hours: 12noon -1pm
The role of the Lunchtime Supervisor is to ensure the safety and security of pupils during the midday break and encompasses the following responsibilities:-

· Supervision of pupils in the Dining Hall, playground and school premises including toilets and cloakrooms and patrolling of these areas.

· Collect the children from the classroom and escort to dining hall/ playground

· Ensuring that children walk sensibly particularly when going to the dining hall, from the playground and vice versa.
· Cleaning tables in the hall and help putting them away towards the end of the lunch time service.
· Dealing with children who misbehave, cautioning them in the interest of their safety.

· Speaking to pupils in a reasonable manner, making it clear to the pupils why their conduct is unacceptable.

· Patrolling the playground and the corridors.

· Maintaining the sitting time schedule, ensuring that the pupils reach the dining hall at their allotted time and leave it within adequate time to clear tables, chairs and clean the hall.

· Ensuring that children do not leave the premises without the knowledge of the school office.

· Providing basic First Aid and give medical attention then recording it in the first aid book.
· Dealing with emergency situations such as Fire Drills and being knowledgeable of the correct procedures.

· Endeavouring to help children in the development of play activities.

· Facilitating the sensible use of play equipment.

· Being aware of the school rules.

· In the event of wet lunchtimes, supervisors should patrol their allotted classrooms/areas making regular visits.
· Reception/y1 class have supervisor to assist in dining room 12 noon until 12.30 to supervise lunch in hall then playground duties.
· Towards end of lunchtime supervisors ensure the quiet lining up of classes waiting for class teachers to collect their children.
· All lunchtime supervisors to help put down tables and clear the hall
